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Caution: Community revisioning in progress

“Bethlehem: Where People of All Ages
Come To Play,” said Hellertown resident
Santiago Rivera, summing up South Bethle-
hem in a sentance.

After a day spent conducting various
focus groups representatives of Project for
Public Spaces and Phillips Preiss Grygiel
LLC gathered with many residents from
the Southside and surrounding community
at Donegan ES March 30 for a community
visioning workshop.

The workshop, hosted by the Communi-
ty Action Development Corporation of Beth-
lehem, introduced Rivera and many other
residents and community leaders to the
Project for Public Spaces and Phillips Preiss
Grygiel LLC, a real estate planning firm
from New York City which will he work-

ing to improve the Southside.

Cynthia Nikitin, the representative from
Project Public Spaces, presented a unique
approach from her company to transform-
ing a public space into a destination. This
approach is called “placemaking..”

Placemaking is a multi-faceted approach
to the planning, design and management of
public spaces. It involves looking at, listen-
ing to, and asking questions of the people
who live, work and play in a particular
space, to discover their needs and aspirations.
This ihformation is then used to create a
common vision for that place.

“[It’s about] turning a neighborhood
yQUcant waitto getthrough into a place you
never want to leave,” Nikitin said. “Small
steps lead to big change.”

Split into five groups, attendees armed

with a booklet filled with 13 questions to
answer walked to their assigned sites for
hands on experience with “placemaking.”
Each group was challenged to analyze and
really think about and explore what they
wanted to see at the site and what their
community should look like.

After spending 20 minutes on site each
group reported back to Donegan to pres-
ent their findings to everyone in atten-
dance.

Residents came up with many unique
approaches to increase the usage of these
sites, improvements that could be made,
and how to change the image of the South-
side to increase visitors.

Group one representative Roger Hudak
presented their recommendations for the
area around Donegan ES.

Signs
Spring

As nature prepares to explode with the wonders of new
beginnings a pair of mourning doves display a courtship ritual.
Seemingly oblivious to anything but each other, these two

doves are anxious to get their family started. The male estab-
lishes a territory in early spring and his territorial cooing song

will fill the sky from dawn till dusk.

This pair, who will mate for life, will build a lightly put togeth-

er nest of twigs, grass, weeds and pine needles. It is usually

located anywhere from five to 25 feet above ground. Two white
eggs will hatch in about 14-16 days. The male will incubate
the eggs during the day while the female incubates at night.

Both parents care for the nestlings, who fledge in about 12-14

days. The parents continue to care for the fledglings until they

are 25-27 days old.

In the wild the adult birds feed primarily on waste grains.
These include com, wheat, grass and weed seed. Their diet of

weed seeds provides an economic benefit by controlling weed

populations.

You can attract these birds to your feeder by Supplying white
and red millet, oil-type sunflower seeds and cracked corn.

So ifyou are looking for sings of spring you need look no
further than your own back yard, where wondrous things are

happening.

Bethlehem City Coun-
cil granted the Nature
Conservancy a 60-year
conservation easement
over the city’s watershed
in Carbon County and
Monroe County. The
action on April 5 gives
the Nature Conservancy
the mission to protect the
watershed and keep it
free of any form of devel-
opment and to protect
plants and animals in the
22,000 acre forested tract
of land.

' The agreement is part
of the “Working Wood-
lands” agreement. Under
the plan, Blue Source, a
carbon marketing com-
pany, will marketthe car-
bon sequestered in the
forest. When the company
sells the carbon and
greenhouse gas credits
or ERB’s (emission reduc-
tion benefits) Blue Source
will pay 70 percent of the

Dol have to File a Tax Return?

You must file a federal income tax return if your income is
above a Certain level; which varies depending on your filing
status, age and the type of income you receive.

There are some instances when you may want to file a tax
return even though you are not required to do so. Even if you
don have to file, here are reasons why you may want to:

1- Federal Income Tax Withheld You should file to get
money back if Federal Income Tax was withheld from your
pay, you made estimated tax payments, or had a prior year
overpayment applied to this year’s tax.

2- Making Work Pay Credit You may be able to take this
credit if you had earned income from work. The maximum
credit for a married couple filing a joint return is $800 and
$400 for other taxpayers.

3- Earned Income Tax Credit You may qualify for EITC if
you worked, but did not earn a lot of money. EITC is a refund-
able tax credit; which means you could qualify for a tax
refund.

4- Additional Child Tax Credit This refundable credit may
be available to you if you have at least one qualifying child
and you did not get the full amount of the Child Tax Credit.
5 American Opportunity Credit The maximum credit per
student is $2,500and the first four years of postsecondary edu-
cation qualify.

6- First-Time Homebuyer Credit The credit is a maximum
of $8,000 or $4,000 if your filing status is married filing sepa-
rately. To qualify for the credit, taxpayers must have bought
or entered into a binding contract to buy - a principal resi-
dence located in the United States on or before April 30,2010.
If you entered into a binding contract by April 30, 2010, you
must have closed on the home on or before September 30,2010.
If yOu bought a home as your.principle residence in 2010, you
may be able to qualify and claim the credit even if you already
owned a home. In this case, the maximum credit for long-time
residents is $6,500, or $3,250 if your filing status is married fil-
ing separately.

7-Health Coverage Tax Credit Certain individuals, who are
receiving Trade Adjustment Assistance, Reemployment
Trade Adjustment Assistance, or pension benefit payments
from the Pension Benefit Guaranty Corporation, may be eligi-
ble for a Health Coverage Tax Credit worth 80 percent of
monthly health insurance premiums when you file your 2010
tax return.

School officials at Bethle-
hem Area School District
proposed to reduce the police
presence, or resource offi-
cers, at the two high schools
andto eliminate all remain-
ing Family Development
positions, at the budget work-
shop meeting April 7, as a
boisterous crowd of disap-
proving teachers and oth-
ers watched.

Before the boardstarted
its hearing, Liberty High
School senior Gianni Perez,
17, spoke, pleading for preser-
vation of the health services,
ASPIRE, and family centers
that the administration has
proposed cutting. She shared
her family’s story, crediting
the school social service net
work with helping her and
her family survive.

Administrators also rec-
ommended cutting the main-
tenance staff and a secre-
tarial position.

That brings the total num-
ber of jobs lostto 174 if the
school board approves the
budget.

Bethlehem Education
Association (BEA) President
Jolene Vitalos, speaking at
the public comment part of
the meeting, told the board
that in spite of the adminis-
tration’s assertions that the
proposed budget cuts would
preserve class sizes, in her
opinion, class sizes would
increase.

She also urged citizens
to contact their legislators to
get schools funded with a
share of the Marcellous
Shale oil money.

Craig Zieger responded to
board member Rosario
Amato’s suggestion that
teachers take a pay freeze
to get the district to its budg-
et goals.

Judith’s Reading Room
Freedom through literature

Imagine being immo-
bile. You have no way to
leave your home and
depend on others to bring
you necessary items for
survival. Books provide a
welcome escape from your
house into the joyful world
of Action. However, there
is one problem: How to
obtain the books?

Judith’ Reading Room,
a non-proAt 501(cX3) organ-
ization, was created in 2010
to combat this issue.
Judith serves Lehigh Val-
ley residents and people
abroad by providing books
to those who cannot get
them on their own.

“We send books to.the
troops in Irag and we have
Started libraries at the
pediatric unit at Lehigh
Valley Hospital” said Anna
Colucci, the treasurer, dur-
ing the March 22 Mayor’
South Side Task Froce
meeting.

Judith’s Reading Room
works to provide custom
libraries for a variety of
audiences, including nurs-
ing homes and low-income
neighborhoods. Italso pro-
vides books to VA hospitals
for veterans recovering
from PTSD, active war-
zones and children’s hospi-
tals. Recently, it started
the first children’ library

in Afghanistan, according
to Colucci.

Once a month, the mem-
bers of Judith’ hold box-
ing parties to prepare to
send donated books out to
the troops in Iraq.

“Wejust got permission
to box books and send
them to the Herbert Walk-
er Bush aircraft carrier
for a year,” Colucci told
the SSTF audience.

As the organization
grows, donations coming
in have increased, resulting
in an increased need for
storage for the books. One
of the goals for this year is
to And a facility or stor-
age space to*house all of
the donations.

The program has
accomplished a lot during
its first year, of operation.
Judith’ has establishing
five custom-designed
mobile libraries with
library carts in the United
States and two permanent
libraries in Afghanistan.
Thé first-ever warzone
library was dedicated The
Judith F. Krug Memorial
Library at Camp Phoenix,
Kabul, Afghanistan, and
the first library at the
Mehrabudin School in
Kabul, serving 9,000, was
dedicated as the result of
books shipped by Judith’s
Reading Room.

In one year, more than
11,000 books were donat-
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ed, including 5,300 books
shipped to American sol-
diers and nearly 2,050 chil-
dren’s books shipped to
Afghanistan.

Judith’s Reading Room
was founded by Scottand
Cathy Leiber in memory of
Judith E Krug, the director
of tile American Library
Association’s Office for
Intellectual Freedom and
executive director of the
Freedom to Read Founda-
tion. Krug was an advo-
cate for libraries and spoke
out against censorship of
books, according to Coluc-
ci. * *

Judith’s is an innova-
tive, community-driven
public charity, perfectly
positioned to inspire a pas-
sion for reading, by donat-
ing the correct books for
the exact audience, espe-.
dally whenthe audience is
not able to access books
for whatever reason, states
the organizations website.

“Behold The Lamb of God”

When John the Baptist saw Jesus Christ he prophetically pro-
claimed, “Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of
the world.” (John 1:29). The Old Testament Is filled with types, sym-
bols, promises, and prophecies all pointing to the fact that Jesus
would be the Lamb of God.

John Henry Kilbuck *

.On April 14,1884 the
Bethlehem Daily Times
announced the ordination of
John Henry Kilbuck as a
Moravian deacon. He had
recently graduated from
Moravian College and Theo-
logical Seminary. John was
the first Native American to
graduate from Moravian Col-

lege and the firstto be Karen M.

John was born on May
15,1861 to William and Sarah (Konopot) Kil-
buck in Ottawa, Kansas on a Delaware Indian
Reservation. His father’s family was a member
ofthe Munsees of the Delawares and his
mother was a Mohican. Jof|8 was the great-
grandson of Gelelemend (1737-1811), an
important Delaware chief d£9ing the Revolu-
tionary War. Gelelemend sigaed the Delaware
Treaty with the new govemrrBrir of the United
States in 1778. He converted to Christianity
in 1788 and took the name William Henry in
honor of Maj. William Henry who saved his life
during the'French and Indian War (1754-
1763). Many of Gelelemend’s decedents took
the name “Henry” as their middle name to
continue the honor.

Moravian missionary Reverend Joseph
Romig baptized John Kilbuck when he was
four years old. During the same ceremony the
Reverend baptized his daughter, Edith M.
Romig who would, coincidentally, in 1885
become John’s wife. A few months after they
married, the couple joined a Moravian effort
to establish a new mission named “Bethel”, in
Alaska. Upon arriving at the mouth of the
Kuskokwim River in southwestern Alaska,
John, Edith and three other missionaries built
the mission. An old shaman in the area who
disapproved of the missionaries said, “every-
thing they do and everything they have is
accomplished by noise.” John and Edith soon
mastered the language of the local tribe, the
Yup’ik Eskimos. John established this lan-
guage as the official language of the Moravian
Church in Alaska. All Moravian Church ser-
mons were spoken in the Yup’ik language.

John also went to where the people lived
rather than have them come to the mission
house. Each,year he traveled thousands of
miles by boat and dog sled to reach the
Yup’ik. John and Edith were separated for sev-
eral months at a time. They each wrote jour-
nals that survived angj are housed in the
Moravian Archives in Bethlehem. Edith’s
descriptions of her daily life with the Yup’ik in
the late eighteenth century were published at
the time in The Moravian, a newspaper of the
Moravian Church. She continued their mis-
sionary work at the mission while John was
away. She was given the name Suchdullera
“one who is tall” by the local Yup’ik. They had
two daughters and two sons, but only son
Joseph surviving past age twenty.

In 1899, John came down with blood poi-
soning. Due to the illness a physician was
required to cut off his right arm to save his
life. His loss of an arm added to John’s mys-
tigue among the Yup’ik. John and Edith served
as Moravian missionaries for thirty years in
Alaska. Their marriage was strained by John’s
frequent trips away and at one point they
were separated. However their love of their
faith and their mission with the Yup’ik brought
them together again. John died on February 5,
1922 in Bethel. Edith died on December 21,
1933 in Winston-Salem, North Carolina.

Though beset by near-crippling finan-
cial complications, Freemansburg is not
running off the rails. Two pieces of busi-
ness were partially resolved at the April 4
borough council meeting, and each
brings a bit of good news to the belea-
guered council and residents.

Lyn Boger, frustrated but committed
parks and recreation president,
announced her committee’s outreach
efforts had garnered enough donated
income to reschedule a popular fall
event cancelled when council allotted
only $6,500 to her for the year.

“We're financially now able to have
the parade this year,” Boger said. “I'm
happy to say there will be a 2011 Hal-
loween Parade.”

Regarding complications and person-

nel issues at last year’s parade, Boger
said she has already been promised
assistance from the fire department, and
she asked for an additional police officer
as well.

Lorrah said Bracy’s base bid of
$699,385 would be puffed up with “soft
costs” but they look quite manageable.

Doing some quick mental
math, he said the difference between
the grant and bid left more than
$100,000 to make the soft costs work.
“So it looks like if we need anything out
ofthe $550,000, it will be minimal.”

Council’s plan has always been to
have the loan available just in case the
grant wouldn’t cover he construction
cost.

Construction should begin by the end
of the month, Manager Judith Danko
said, as the deadline for completion is
October.

In a public bidding
process, only American Bank
made an offer, and that was
foronly $15,000. Noting that
the property is undevelopable
by itself, Broughal went back
to the appraiser. Fair market
value was adjusted down-
ward, but was still $31,500,

more than twice what Ameri-
can Bank had bid. But instead
of saying “Nope,” American
Bank said “Hope," and agreed
to pay the higher figure for the
abandoned road.

The streets of Bethlehem, April
16 and 17, will echo with the sound of
men marching; windows will rattle at
the smoky blast of cannon fire. The
civilians along Main Street will feel the
patriotic stirrings that galvanized
men and women on the eve of the

Civil War in April 1861.

The 153rd Pennsylvania Regiment,
first organized in nearby Easton in
September 1861, will march up Main

Streetat 10a.m. April 16.

Re-enactors dressed and equipped
as Civil War soldiers will bivouac
along the Monocacy Creek in Bethle-
hem’s Colonial Industrial Quarter
while civilians dressed in mid-18 cen-
tury styles will demonstrate the crafts,
trades and everyday lives of ordi-
nary people caughtup in a terrible and

bloody war.

“A Community Divided: A Civil
War Living History Weekend” com-
memorates the 150th anniversary of
the start of the American Civil War,
one of the most cataclysmic periods

in America’s history

Organizers, led by the Historic
Bethlehem Partnership, plan a full
weekend of military activities, histo-
ry lectures, period music, and at the
Sun Inn Courtyard, an outdoor shoe-

ing of the Civil War movie, “Glory.

Visitors to the encampment will get
the feel, the sounds, and the smells of
camp life. Soldiers will be eating
hardtack while camp followers and sol-
dier’s wives will be doing the hard

work of camp life: the laundry.

Arecruiting station will be operat-

Musikfest headliner, performs
for an invitation-only audience
April 30 at Musikfest Cafe.

The cafe has several configu-
rations: cabaret with tables and
chairs, cabaretwith dance floor,
theater and standing room only
foraudiences of from 600 -1,000.

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‘Arthur’is aBrand apart

The movie, “Arthur,”
while not dethroning the
original comedy starring
Dudley Moore, has its
court jester moments of
mirth.

Russell Brand, repris-
ing the title role, has no
easy task. Dudley Moore is
still King “Arthur.”

Brand, gifted actor that
he iswith anuncanny abil-
ity for spontaneous mono-
logue, dialogue, wordplay
and body language, try as
he might, can only do so
much to make us forget
that we are, in fact, view-
ing a man whose life is
out of control.

Despite cinema’s long
fascination and exploita-
tion of portraying so-called
loveable drunks, going
back to W. C. Fields’ film
roles, Jimmy Stewart in
“Harvey” and Dudley
Moore’s own 1981 origi-
nal, what' with DUI
enforcement, Mothers
Against Drunk Driving
and Students Against
Drunk Driving, over-
imbibing alcoholic bever-
ages isno laughing matter

This time, Arthur
(Brand) is an ever more
mega-rich Manhattanite
who stands to loose his
inheritance unless he
agrees to marry Susan
(Jennifer Garner), the pro-
fessional go-getter his
mother (Geraldine James)
has approved for him.

A chance meeting with
a Grand Central Termi-
nal tour guide, Naomi
(Greta Gerwig) turns
Arthur’s head, sparking
his child-like sense of won-
dermentand amazement.

His mother and Susan
plow ahead with the wed-
ding plans. Quite a bit,
though not enough, hilar-
ity, awkward circum-
stances and soul-search-
ing ensues.

“Arthur” is gorgeous
to look at. The cinematog-
raphy is crisp and bright,
emphasizing the glories
that are New York City,
especially if one isa mem-
berof the économie elite.

Arthur lives in a pent-
h'Olsé atop the Pierre
Hotel, off Central Park
South. He has a round bed
that somehow magneti-
cally floats above the floor
of his expansive bedroom.
He has a collection of
movie-theme cars, includ-
ing a Batmobile and a
“Back to the Future”

Arthur is chauffered
in a vintage Rolls Royce,
attended to by his assis-
tant (Luis Guzman) and
supervised by a nanny
(Helen Mirren, still playing
Hobson, but in a gender-
revision of the original
John Gielgud butler role).

Jason Winer (DGA com-
edy directing award, TV’s
“Modern Family” pilot),
in his feature movie direc-
torial debut, keeps
“Arthur” moving amiably
That’s part of the prob-
lem,

Brand is given ffee-rein,
“nd the screenplay by
Peter Baynham (“Bruno,”
“Borat”) based onthe orig-
inal screenplay and story
by Steve Gordon, has
dever quips (which may or
may notbe Brand ad-libs).
Action, dialogue and sup-
porting characters are
underplayed, slowing the
comedy — and Brand —
down.

Brand, a cartoon-like
figure himself (justlook at
his role in “Get Him to
the Greek” and his voice
work in the animated hits,
“Hop” and “Despicable
Me™), is.at his best when
unpredictable. You never
quite know what he’ll do
or say That’s to his credit.

Garner is game for the
repartee. There’s a very
funny scene involving the
metal eyelets of her corset
and that magnetic bed.
Don't ask.

Mirren is her starched
British upper crust best,
and a nice counterpoint
to Brand’ freewheeling
turn.

Gerwig (“Greenberg,”
“Baghead,” ,“Hannah
Takes the Stairs”), how-
ever, seems a bit out of
her mumblecore element,
although &he’s still an
endearing presence.

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Parker still setting offsparks

Legendary British rock-
er and songwriter Graham
Parkerismakingtwo rare
Lehigh Valley appearances.

Parker is doing a solo
concertat8pm. April 15at
Godfrey Daniels, 7 E.
Fourth St., Bethlehem.

Parker also performs
at 1 p.m. April 16 in the
Compact Disc Center, 1365
Easton Avenue, Bethle-
hem.

Also at Compact Disc:
Midnight Shift, 11:30a.m.;
Jack Murray 2:30p.m.; and
Mary Fahl (formerly of
October Project), 4 p.m.,
all April 16. Fahl also per-
formsat8p.m. April 16at
Godfrey’s.

The Compact Disc Cen-
ter has contests, giveaways
and limited-edition vinyl
discs and vinyl for sale as
part of Record Store Day,
begun in 2007 by the 700
independently-owned
record stores in the United
States.

In an email interview
last week, Parker stated
the Compact Disc Center
appearance is ararity for
him.

“l always turn record
store appearances down.
| have, of course, done a
few in the past but found
them underwhelming for
the mostpart In fact, some-
one from Bloodshot, my
record label, asked if |
would do one on the [April]
16th, but it was two hours
away from that area. The
CompactDisc Centeris in
the vicinity, so | thought
itmightbenice to getinto
the local spiritand give it
ago.

“Live music is ona good
roll right now. The venues
have finally grown up with
the artists and audiences.
I don’t get booked into
sticky-floored bars much
anymore,” Parker respond-
ed.

Graham Parkerand The
Rumour, formed in Sum-
mer 1975, released its first
album, “Howlin’-Wind,”
in January 1976, followed
six months later by “Heat
Treatment.” That same
year, a four-track EP with
a cover of the Trammps’
“Hold Back The Night,”
garnered a United King-
dom Top 20 single. The

band’s 1979 release,
“Squeezing Out Sparks,”
cemented its position. “The
Up Escalator” followed in
1980.

Parker went on to solo
releases: 1988 “The Mona
Lisa’s Sister,” 1991’s
“Struck By Lightning,”
1996 “Acid Bubblegum,”
2001’s  “Deepcut to
Nowhere,” 2004’s “Your
Country” 2005% “Songs Of
No Consequence” (backed
by Parker’s occasional tour-
ing band The Figgs), 2007s
“Don Tell Columbus” and
2010% “Imaginary Televi-
sion.”

Graham is also a pub-
lished author. He wrote a
comedic novel} “The Great
Trouser Mystery,” when
he was 21. The book was
published in the United
Kingdom in 1980, with illus-
trations by Willy Smax.

In June 2000, Parker
released “Carp Fishing On
Valium,” a collection of
shortfiction published by
St. Martin’s Press (U.S.)
and Simon & Schuster
(U.K). He composed songs
to complimentthe stories
and took “Carp Fishing
On Valium N the Stories,
the Songs” on the road in
September-October 2000.
The book was published in
paperback in May 2001.

In November 2003,
Thunder’s Mouth Press
published Parker’s novel,
“The Other Life Of Brian.”

There seemsto be a nov-
elistic arc to Parker’s song-
writing, recordings, short
stories and novels. Park-
er responded:

“English was my best
subject at school and |
always excelled at essay
writing. | wrote that first
novel four years before my
career began and had it
published in 1980; | was
gathering steam as a song-
writer atthattime, trying
to find my style, and had
such an abundance of cre-
ative energy | needed
another format besides
songs, so | wrote the book
while | was working in a
gas station. It was situated
in a quiet English village
and had very few cus-
tomers, so | had plenty of
time.”

Parker was asked to
recall the mid-1970% punk-
new wave music scene, out
of which he led the charge,

followed by Elvis Costel-
loand Joe Jackson.

“Well, in 1976, punk rock
was just a term you read
about in the music papers
in England and had not
fully emerged, whereas my
career was off and run-
ning from the very begin-
ning of that year. A yearis
a long time to a 25-year-
old who has just got a
record deal and finds him-
self in the press and on
TV Punk did notbecome a
real force until late 1977.”

Parker also discussed
changes he’s seen in the
music business:

“It was very good to
have beenaroundin a time
when | got ridiculous
amounts of money thrown
at me by generous major
record labels. | enjoyed
that. Actually, 11 like that
back, but it ain’t gonna
happen.

“Things are better now
in other ways, though. Stu-
dios are places to get out of,
in my opinion, and I now
know how to make a
record in about three
weeks. We used to take
months and the financial
waste was tremendous.”

At Godfrey’s, Parker”
expects to perform a mix of
old and new.

“l just did four shows,
playing one song from
every studio alboum of my
career in sequence. But it
was too long. I need a short-
er career. Generally, I'll
mix up the oldand the new,
perhaps even throwing in
an unrecorded time.

“l have a bunch of new
songs I'm still honing and
would like to get record-
ed this year. | might play
one at Godfrey Daniels.”

Parker’ Godfrey’s gig is
believed his first in Bethle-
hem.

“l don’t think | have
played Bethlehem. This
looks like an ideal venue
and I'm looking forward
toit

“I'm only gigging in the
States at the moment. |
find it lessthan thrilling to
even think about plane
flights and enjoy gigs
where ljusthavetodrivea
few hours. Most gigs are
weekend jobs now. My
days of three months on
the road are gone, thankful-
ly although | enjoyed much
of itatthe time.”

BUDSVIEW

Several weeks ago |
wrote about the early
spring weather. Though
winter officially ended
March 20, ithas seemed—
at least until earlier this
week — that Old Man
Winter did not seem will-
ing to give up his cantan-
kerous ways.

Yet, despite interrup-
tions from cold tempera-
tures, late wet snows and
heavy rains, many sea-
sonal signs of spring con-
tinue to brighten the land-
scape.

Tulips, hyacinths and
daffodils continue to grow
despite frigid April tem-
peratures. Although I've
observed flowers blooming
in the Allentown and
Bethlehem areas, as of
this writing we are wait-
ing for our plants to add
their colors to the yard.
We need a few mild days
and warm April showers
to stimulate our flowers.

The crocuses were

beginhing to open when
the gray squirrels nipped
off the short stems, end-
ing the plants spring por-
tion of their life cycle
before they bloomed. This
was disappointing since
we were already sharing
the bird seed with the
gray vandals.
* Another familiar early
sign of spring is the
merry song of the male
northern cardinal. At least
one love-struck male
begins singing his pas-
sionate birdsong before
the sun shows its warm-
ing face and he continues
singing until well after
dusk.

I’'ve observed several
female cardinals at our
feeders, so hopefully he
will find a mate before
his voice gives out.
Although both sexes sing
equally well, the male
spends the day trying to
impress a new mate. The
song is a whistle-like
“whoit-whoit-whoit” or
“wacheer-watcheer.”

The northern cardinal

courting ritual includes
the male procuring a bit of
food in his bill, flying to a
female, side stepping to
her side and offering the
food as a gesture of his
amorous feelings. The two
lovebirds touch beaks as
she accepts his gift of love.
Isn’t nature amazing?

We usually have a pair
of cardinals set up house-
keeping in one of thé hem-
locks or the large yew on
the west side of the house
nextto our chimney Both
the male and female will
carry nest building mate-
rials to the nest location.

The female constructs
the nest using weeds,
grasses and twigs and
then lines the nest with
fine grasses or hair. It
takes her from three to
nine daysto build the nest
It would take less time if
he helped, but that is also
part of the wonders of
nature.

The female will lay
three to five eggs and incu-
bate the eggs on her own
with the eggs hatching in
about 12days. By now you
might be thinking that
the male cardinal is like a
human deadbeat dad that
woos his mate, brings her
candy, initially acts just
dandy, but disappears and
takes no responsibly for
fatherhood.

Ah, but Mother
Nature’s critters do not
usually act like some cal-
lous human males. The
male northern cardinal

brings his mate food while
she sits on their eggs and
he will care for the babies
while the female lays and
incubates a second brood.
And then they hopefully
live happily ever after.

The Common flickers,
members of the wood-
pecker family, have
returned from their win-
ter homes. Several years
ago, we had a pair of flick-
ers remain in our yard
throughout the winter.

The male flickers, with
their familiar black mus-
tache markings, are also
pursuing mates with the
goal of raising a new fam-
ily. They’re chasing
females around the yard
as well as drumming on
the trees to mark their
territories.

The common flickers,
like their local woodpeck-
er cousins, will nest in
excavated cavities in tree
limbs and trunks. Newly
constructed cavities take
about two weeks to exca-
vate. The female usually
lays 6 to 8 eggs with a 12
day incubation period.

Be sure to look for local
signs of spring in your
neighborhood.

Q. | have a nasty-
looking scar that
shows only when |
wear a bathing suit.
I'd like to get rid of it,
if possible. What’s
available?

There is no procedure
yet that will make a scar
disappear completely.
However, there are treat-
ments to make a scar less
noticeable, including:

Surgical Scar Revision:
This is a method of remov-
ing a scar and rejoining
the normal skin. Wide
scars can often be made
thinner. Long scars can
be made shorter. Using
broken-line incisions can
make scars harder to
notice. Sometimes, a sur-
geon can hide a scar by
redirecting it into a wrin-
kle or a hairline.

Dermabrasion: A sur-
geon uses an electrical
dermabrasion machine
to remove the top layers of
skin. This process gives
the skin a smoother sur-
face. Dermabrasion is
used for treating acne
scars, pockmarks, some
surgical scars or minor
irregularities.

Laser Scar Revision:
Another method of

improving scars is laser
scar revision. High-ener-
gy light is used to treat
damaged skin; Different
lasers are available for
treating a variety of scars.
Forexample, a pulsed dye
laser uses yellow light to
remove scar redness and
to flatten raised scars
(hypertrophic scars or
keloids).

Soft Tissue Fillers:
There are injectable sub-
stances such as fat, colla-
gen and hyaluronic acid,
that are used to treat
indented soft scars.

Punch Grafts: Punch
grafts are small pieces of
normal skin used to
replace scarred skin. A
tiny circular cutter is used
to cut a hole in the skin
and remove the scar. The
area is then filled in with
a matching piece of
unscarred skin.

Chemical Peels: This
procedure uses a chemical
to remove the top layer of
the skin and smooth

depressed scars. It is most
helpful for superficial
scars.

Pressure bandages and
massages: These can both
flatten some scars if used
onaregularly for several
months.

Silicone gels: Silicone-
impregnated gels can be
used at home to remodel
elevated scars. They must
also be used regularly.

Cryosurgery: This tech-
nique freezes upper skin
layers and causes blister-
ing of the skin to remove
the excess tissue at the
scar.

Cortisone injections:
These are effective in
shrinking and flattening
very firm scars. This treat-
ment is popular for hyper-
trophic scars and keloids.

Interferon: This is a
chemical that is injected
into the scar. It may
improve the appearance
of a scar.

Cosmetics: Make-up
applied correctly can be
very good at covering up
scars.
